Christmas in Ethiopia is celebrated on January'7and only by nonMuslim Ethiopians. Ethiopian
Christmas does not involve gifgiving, but rather is a time centered around family and sharing meals.
Ethiopian culture is very relational and hospitable; it is virtually impossible to enter a home without
being given something to eat, coffee or tea to

For Christmas, called Genna, it is tradition to slaughter a sheep for a feast to feed extended family,
neighbors, and friends. Unfortunately, only those Ethiopians who can afford to buy a sheep can cele-
brate in this way; even some who cannot afford to do so will go into debt to buy a sheep. Most popular
holiday meals include siga wat and yebeg tibs made from sheep, as well as a delicious dish called dulet,
which is made from sheep intestine and other internal organs. Nothing goes to waste!

The very poor of Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, live in incredibly desperate situations with very little job/
income opportunities; with daily realities of illness and malnutrition, disease and shame, hopelessness
and hunger.

For the poorest of poor, having a sheep to slaughter for Christmas is a rare, precious, and valued
gift...one that allows them to experience 0incl
greatly bless several people for this very special holiday.

Last Christmas, because of generous giving from FACC, we were able to purchase and give away 75
sheep for slaughter, with the emphasis placed on the Lamb of God who was born to die for all of us.
That is our whole focus and purpose in Ethiopia...that Jesus may be glorified and recognized for Who
He is.
